ACADEMIC INFORMATION

Homework 

Students in grades 9-12 may expect to spend an average of up to 30 minutes per night on each academic course in which they are enrolled, including completing homework assignments, reading, reviewing class notes, and preparing for tests.  

Makeup Work

Students are required by Louisiana Attendance Law to be in class with few reasons allowed for excused absences.  (See “Attendance” section of this Handbook)  

A student whose absence is excused is expected to make up any work missed during the absence and is expected to return to class prepared to take any previously scheduled tests or assignments on the day of return to class.  Students who are absent more than one day have the equal number of class periods in which to make up previously assigned tests/work.  (Example:  Student who misses 2 consecutive days has the day of return + 1 day in which to make up previously assigned tests or submit work due. 

Test review is a courtesy extended by the teacher, not a right assumed by the student.  Students who miss test review are not automatically excused from the test makeup procedures outlined above.

All other work MUST be made up by the Saturday of the week in which the absence occurred or the work becomes a zero ( 0 ) grade.  Makeup tests are given on Saturday morning at 7:00 A.M.  Students are only excused from Saturday makeup for a death in the immediate family or with a physician’s note.

Students who are involved in extra-curricular activities/events that cause them to miss class are expected to make arrangements to take tests prior to the scheduled absence and/or submit any assigned work due on the day of the scheduled absence.

Students who are absent-unexcused are not allowed to make up the work missed, including students who check out in avoidance of tests or due assignments.

Students who check in after a class in which a previously assigned test (or assignment such as a project or essay) has occurred will be required to take the test (or submit the assignment) before attending any other classes.

Students who check out of school are responsible for all work missed as a result of signing out.

Because the various means of communication between classmates, between student and teacher, and access to Edline are available, students are not excused from

having knowledge of tests or assignments merely because they were absent from class. 

Semester Exams 

Exam days are listed on the school calendar and are available from the beginning day of school.  Parents/students should consult the exam schedule before making holiday or summer break plans.  EXAMS ARE TO BE TAKEN AT THE SCHEDULED TIME.  Emergency situations regarding exams are to be brought to the attention of the Principal.  Only in extraordinary circumstances will exams be rescheduled, such as a death in the immediate family, student illness with a physician’s note, or for a family graduation or wedding, the date of which is not under the control of the student, at the discretion of the principal.
All financial obligations must be current, including library fines and cafeteria accounts, and all library books returned before a student will be allowed to take semester exams or receive semester report cards.
Exams are kept available for two (2) weeks after the semester’s end.  Any questions concerning the exam or final grade should be addressed within that time.
· Please refer to the school calendar for the dates of each semester’s exams.  

Senior Final Exams

· Senior final exams will be May 4-6, 2011, and will be given during regularly scheduled class times.

· Seniors will only report to school for exams and will leave campus immediately thereafter.  During exams, seniors do not have to follow established check out procedures.

Senior Final Exam Exemption

Seniors who have maintained an A average in year-long courses may be exempted from the second semester final exam, as follows:

· To be eligible for exemption, a student must have had an A in the course for the first semester AND have an A for the 4th nine weeks at the point no further grades are taken for the nine weeks.

· If, for any reason, an exempt-eligible senior chooses to take the exam, of course he/she may do so.

All other seniors will take all final exams.

EXAM EXEMPTION APPLIES ONLY TO SENIORS AND ONLY TO SECOND SEMESTER FINAL EXAMS.
Textbooks

All textbooks are loaned to students for their use during the school year.  Workbooks and other supplies are paid for by the student.  Textbooks are to be kept clean and handled carefully.  Payment is required for lost or damaged books.

Each student should verify that his/her name, grade, and school are entered on the book label in case the book is misplaced.
