
ATHLETICS 


Eligibility

To participate in athletics or spirit groups, a student must meet the eligibility requirements of (1) academics, (2) attendance, and (3) enrollment.

1. Academic Eligibility


Sports eligibility is, first of all, determined by MAIS eligibility rules which are semester based.  Subsequent to meeting MAIS requirements, ongoing CPS eligibility is determined at the end of each nine-weeks grading period.    All eligibility changes go into effect on the Wednesday following the closing date of the grading period, regardless of when tests are given or reports are issued.

Students who participate in extra-curricular activities and athletics must maintain a 1.5 GPA and not receive more than two (2) “F’s” at the end of each nine-week grading period to be eligible to participate in such activities.  
At the beginning of each school year, eligibility will again be determined to include summer school grades, and the procedures outlined herein will continue to be followed.

Probation

Regardless of GPA, any student with two (2) “F’s” at the end of the nine-week period will be put on probation for the next nine weeks.  During this probationary period, the student is allowed to participate in all extra-curricular activities.
Ineligibility

If at the end of the nine weeks probation, a student still has two (2) F’s and/or a GPA below 1.5, he/she is ineligible for the next nine weeks.  Any student with three (3) or more “F’s” is automatically ineligible for the next nine weeks. An ineligible student cannot attend practice, travel with the team/group to away games, compete, attend meetings, or participate in group functions.

· Spirit Group Eligibility

All spirit group members (cheer, dance, etc.) must have a 2.0 grade point average and cannot have two (2) “F’s” on any nine-week grading period.  If a spirit group member’s grade point average falls below a 2.0 or she/he earns two (2) “F’s,” she/he will be ineligible to participate until the next nine-week grading period.

For tryouts, all students interested in trying out for a spirit group must not have two (2) “F’s” or lower than a 2.0 grade point average for the third nine-weeks grading period.

2. Attendance Eligibility  

Students involved in extra-curricular activities (athletic events, club functions, etc.) must show a special sense of responsibility relative to their academic performance.  Every effort must be made to maintain grades and stay current with course work.

Students involved in extra-curricular activities (athletics, spirit groups, clubs, and school-sponsored dances/events) must be in attendance at school for a minimum of four (4) class periods on the day of participation (not including the time allowed for travel), including Friday attendance for weekend participation. 

Extra-curricular activity participants are NOT allowed to check out for any reason on the day of the extra-curricular activity.  Students/parents need to make sure ALL articles needed for the extra-curricular activity are brought to school.  The student will NOT be allowed to go home to get athletic uniforms, gear, etc.  Parents will need to bring the forgotten items to school to the student.  

3. Enrollment Eligibility
Athletes must be fully registered for the next school year to participate in summer athletic workouts, practice or school-funded camps.

Athletic Jacket Eligibility

Athletics:  Football, Baseball, Basketball, Track, Softball, Golf, Tennis

The following criteria must be met for a student-athlete to receive or be awarded a letter jacket and/or letter in a varsity sport as established by the Athletic Committee, the Athletic Director, and the coaching staff.

· The athlete must remain academically eligible for the entire season.

· The athlete must complete the entire season without any exceptions, other than injury.

· The athlete must participate in a given sport as follows:

40 innings


Football

16 quarters


Basketball

40 quarters


Baseball

75 innings


Track


6 points in District, South State, or State Meets


Golf


Top 12 in the District, South State, or State Tournaments


Tennis

Central Private School will purchase only the letter for the letter jacket.  Letter jackets and anything other items for the jacket (name, number, etc.) will be purchased by the student-athlete.

School Insurance

2012-13:  Student Accident Insurance is required for each student regardless of age and/or athletic participation and provided through payment of a $10.00 insurance fee due by April 27, 2013.  The student insurance is not optional beginning in 2012-13.

Spirit Groups

· Tryouts

Any student wishing to try out for varsity or junior varsity cheerleader, dance team, etc. must be fully registered at Central Private School for the next school year at the time of spirit group try-outs and must meet the academic requirements.

For tryouts, all students interested in trying out for a spirit group must not have two (2) F’s or lower than a 2.0 grade point average for the third nine weeks grading period.

Members of each team must follow the guidelines submitted by each group.
Athletic Events and Activities
1. Students are encouraged to attend after-hours events and activities.  Whether as participants or spectators, students are expected to follow the rules of common courtesy and good sportsmanship.

2. Students are to be courteous and attentive to speakers and guests in general assemblies.

3. For athletic competitions, we consider all opponents and officials as guests of Central Private.

4. Students and fans should show compassion for injured opponents.

5. Students and fans should accept all decisions of the officials without complaint.

6. Students and fans should never boo or use offensive language/gestures toward players, coaches, officials, visitors, or anyone else in attendance at athletic events.

7. Athletes are to play fairly and according to the rules of the game.  CPS WILL BE KNOWN FOR ITS GOOD SPORTSMANSHIP.

8. When visiting another campus, consider CPS rules of conduct applicable to all behavior.

9. Use of tobacco, alcohol, and/or drugs is not permitted at school functions/activities.

10. Clothing with vulgar or suggestive messages will not be permitted.  Certain other types of clothing may not be permitted, including immodest apparel.  The Board and administration will rule on possible infractions as the situation arises.

Conduct of Athletes and Fans
The following is taken from a letter written to all MAIS member schools from Les Triplett, MAIS Director of Activities.  It applies to ALL sports in which Central Private School participates.
